  Did Jesus sin? 

  Last time I talked about what to do if someone sins 

against you. But what falls under the Matthew 18 

guidelines we talked about? To fall under those guide-

lines, someone must have committed a sin against you.  

 

  Unfortunately, a lot of times, people get upset because 

they believed there was a sin committed when there 

really wasn't a sin at all. They were just offended be-

cause they perceived something a certain way.  

 

  Back to my original question: did Jesus sin? Of course 

the answer is no. Now, did Jesus ever offend anyone? 

The answer to that is probably yes. Did he not offend 

the people in the temple when he threw them out? 

(Matthew 21:12-13) Did he not offend the pharisees 

with his many comments to them? Yet none of these 

offences were sin! 

 

  Just because something takes time out of your day or 

gets you a little upset does not necessarily make it a sin. 

I once was told something that at first bothered me. But, 

after prayer and thinking about what was said, I realized 

he was right and I called him back to thank him for 

having the courage to tell me that. Yes, I was offended, 

but no sin was done against me.  

 

  If you feel offended, pray about the situation before 

you take action. This isn't always easy but I think it 

may help a lot in our brotherly relationships.
